HISTORY OF SIMCOE HALL

Simcoe Hall was founded in
1935, by the Women's Welfare
League in response to human
and health conditions during
the 1930s. They stayed active

in the 1940s and expanded
their vision for a fair and

equitable community in the
1950's. The Women's League
started what is now known as

the Grandview Children's
Centre and Eastview Boy's and

Girl's Club.
